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Mayor’'s Report for January 2010

RACES - Newly reformed Radio Ameteur Civil Emergency Services (RACES) had it's
first meeting and already provided a full inventory of all the radio equipment. They also
are investigating places where they can set up their equipment and have “live” meetings,
that is where they run tests on their radios.

Beautification Committee — Has held several meetings. They have a project for creating
40 new planters downtown. They plan to make them out of old sewer pipes that are not
needed by the Twp. The idea is to move the old brown ones in to Broadway and put the
new ones on Second Ave., Bloomfield Ave., Main St. and Diamond Spring Rd. They have
an arrangement with MC School of Technology. They have been told they cannot rely on
DPW workers to help except to move them. They have been asked for a plan to be
presented to Administration in writing.

Other Committees — All committees are up and running and holding meetings.

MARCH 27, Muriel Hepner Park Clean Up Day — The Open Space Committee,
Recreation Committee, Beautification Committee and Environmental Committee will be
invited to a cleanup of Muriel Hepner Park on March 27. This effort will be a portion of the
in-kind contribution the Twp. is obligated to make as our portion of the 2009 grant we
were awarded recently. A forthcoming flyer will give more information.

Deer Hunt 2010 — The deer hunt ended on January 30 with 90 deer taken on township
property. 64 of them were donated and the hunters took the rest. There were no
incidents. The deer committee was formed and will take on the task of reassessing the
hunt for 2010 and will create a deer management plan.

NJs First Bicycle Summit — Denville has the honor of being the host of the first ever
bicycle summit, put on by the NJ Bicycle Coalition. They are a non-profit organization and
the $40 registration fee includes membership in the organization and lunch and materials.



Parsippany Sewer Groundbreaking Ceremony — Mayor attended Parsippany’s sewer
groundbreaking ceremony held at the sewer facility off New Road in Parsippany.

Mutual Aid Dinner — All Councilmen and Mayor attended the annual Mutual Aid venison

for a courtesy review. Groundbreaking should occur in March or April. This project will
span the presidency of three Rotary presidents.
