I write this letter to you to encourage your support and endorsement of the Discretionary Aid
Application being submitted by the Township of Denville to the New Jersey Department of
Transportation ("NJDOT") in the amount of $173,700 for the resurfacing of Broadway and
Palmer Road. It is my understanding the 2011 Municipal Aid grant submitted by Denville to
resurface these roads was denied due to a lack of funding state-wide and that funding is
potentially available through the NJDOT Discretionary Aid Fund to complete this important
and worthwhile project. 

Broadway passes through the heart of Denville's central business district and directly links State Route-46 to State Route-53. The road is in poor condition and has been patched for many years and is in desperate need of a full resurfacing. A vibrant business district, which benefits both the Township of Denville and the State of New Jersey, relies upon a quality infrastructure to service it.

 In addition to Broadway, the Township is seeking to resurface Palmer Road which is one of the principal connector roads between three Morris County municipalities, which include Denville, Randolph, Rockaway, Victory Gardens and Dover. Palmer Road is also in deplorable condition, and despite the municipality's efforts to maintain it in a passable and safe condition, it is in need of resurfacing to ensure the health, safety and well-being of motorists and pedestrians, especially school children traveling to the Morris Knolls Regional High School.

It is my understanding the Township of Denville has budgeted in excess of $300,000 to resurface various other local roadways in the municipality and has agreed to match 10% (or $19,300) towards this project. I strongly urge your support, endorsements and efforts to help ensure State funding is received for the resurfacing of Broadway and Palmer Rd.
